
    

     While spring is arriving this year, so is Valencia Dra-
ma’s new production. Our homemade play called The 
Complete Works of William Shakespeare Abridged 
is coming and tickets will be available on March 1st!
     “It’s brilliant beyond belief, and compli-
ments the greatest English playwright of all 
time. Come and pee yo’ pants (from laugh-
ter, of course) and enjoy the delightful perfor-
mances,” cast member Josh Rangel exclaimed.
     One of the most world-known playwrights, Wil-
liam Shakespeare, had written numerous plays, 
poems, and literary works. He is famous for both 
his humor and creativity and use of words; these 
talents and his hard work allowed him to create so 
many distinguished literary pieces, especially his 
plays, throughout centuries. Interestingly, the Re-
duced Shakespeare Company wrote a parody using 
Shakespeare’s works and ideas - they produced The 
Complete Works of William Shakespeare Abridged. 
It was originally performed by 3 actors, and the play 
follows such an untraditional way of presenting 
many of the greatest classics of Shakespeare. Most 
importantly, this piece of good work really gives 
Valencia Drama cast of 7 boys, 6 girls freedom to 
interpret with imagination, as broad as they wish.
     The Audience can expect to see both Romeo and 
Juliet, being on stage, funnily exchange their love 
for one another, which is already so different from 
anything most people have ever seen. And almost 
every minute of the entire play will be devoted to 
entertaining the people by mixing different elements 

from various plays from the greatest playwright Wil-
liam Shakespeare such as: Titus Andronicus, which 
would be portrayed as an amusing cooking show; 
Othello, in which all of the histories are acted out 
through an American football game; a reduction of 
Julius Caesar to his death that would be followed im-
mediately by a reduction of Antony and Cleopatra; 
next, the story of Macbeth, one of the best tragedies 
that Shakespeare had written; furthermore, we will 
be able to see the various revenges that take places in 
Hamlet turning into so many different intelligent par-
odies. In sum, this play provides such liberal, rather 
free, reorganization of something, like Shakespeare’s 
classics, and transforms them into the most comical 
scenes and story lines that we can never imagine. 
Holding a relaxing attitude, anyone can sure to enjoy 
this particular Valencia’s spring play to the fullest.
     One of the most special things about this play 
is that each person plays, at least, more than 2 
roles. And also, they expanded the play that was 
originally played by three actors into a huge cast 
of thirteen. This arrangement requires multiple per-
sonalities from our actors and actresses – which 
will definitely push everyone’s skill or even his 
or her acting career into an even higher level.
     Having been rehearsing every day after school, from 
three to five-thirty, the cast of The Complete Work of 
William Shakespeare Abridged has 
been continuing to perfect the entire 
production as a whole. Be ready to

The battery usually consists of snare 
drums, bass drums, tenor drums, and cym-
bals. Stationary percussion within a marching 
ensemble is called the front ensemble or pit.
